APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 
 
1. Scholarship Application form (see next page) 
2. A biography or resume that explains the student's background in sculpture.  This can be in  

the form of a Word (.doc or .docx) or PDF (.pdf) document or a separate piece of paper. 
3. Two letters of recommendation.  (These can be mailed separately) 
4.  A CD with 10 to 18 images of at least six different sculptures by the applicant.  Images on the CD 

should be in JPEG (.jpg) format with a resolution of at least 72 dpi.  PLEASE, NO POWER POINT 
PRESENTATIONS  

5. A list stating the title, medium and dimensions of the sculpture shown in the images on the CD. This can 
be in the form of a Word (.doc or .docx) or PDF (.pdf) document. 

6. Proof of financial need. This can be in the form of photocopies of other scholarship/grant applications, 
photocopies of tax forms from previous year, and/or a signed letter from the financial aid office of the 
applicant's school. 

 

Failure to include all of the requested information may be considered grounds for disqualification. Please call or 
write to let us know if you are unable to provide any of the above.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

All scholarship moneys are awarded directly to the educational institution through which the student applies, to 
be credited towards that student's tuition.  The educational institution the student attends must be an accredited 
U.S. institution.  Scholarship applications are reviewed by the NSS Education Committee, which is comprised 
of professional sculptors.  Students will be notified of the results in the beginning of August. 
 
Internal Revenue Service regulations require by law (code section 53.4945-4[c]) that non-profit organizations 
retain evidence that scholarship moneys are used for their given purpose. Therefore, as a matter of proper 
procedure, the National Sculpture Society requires proof that course work was completed successfully. This 
information should be sent to the Society at the end of the student's term, and may be in the form of a report 
card, a progress report from a professor or administrator, or any other verifiable indication that the individual is 
using the given scholarship funds towards his or her artistic education.
